Amendment No. 1 to PCA Resolution No. 26/5 of 25th April 2013
CITY ORDINANCE

On restricting measures to safeguard local matters of public order related to busking in publicly accessible places.
On 25th April 2013, in accordance with Act No. 131/2000 Coll., on the Capital City of Prague, S.44 (3) (a), Prague City Assembly resolved to issue the following ordinance:
Sec.1

Busking in publicly accessible places is an activity that could disturb public order in the City of Prague.

Sec. 2

Definition

Busking is defined as engaging in a musical, theatrical or artistic production in publicly accessible places.

Sec. 3

Busking can only be carried out in publicly accessible places situated in the open air.

Sec. 4

Places where busking is prohibited

Busking is prohibited in the following places:

a) Křižovnické náměstí, Prague 1,

b) Letenské náměstí, Prague 7,

c) Park in Tusarova St., plots nos. 2316/1,2 and 2316/5,6, cadastral area: Holešovice, Prague 7

d) Řezáčovo náměstí, Prague 7,

e) Old Town Square, Prague 1, in the area delimited on the north side by the frontage of The Old Town Hall and the Astronomical Clock, on the west side by building Staroměstské náměstí no. 2 and the corner leading to Malé náměstí, on the south side by the buildings nos. 29, 21, 25 and 22 and on the east side by the line between the corner leading to Železná St. and the sacred place of the execution of 27 Czech noblemen (including this place),
f) In children’s playgrounds

g) In cemeteries, 

h) At churches or other houses of prayer at the time of a service and right before and after the service,

i) At schools at the time of instruction,

j) At medical institutions,
k) At public transport stops.
Sec.5

Places where busking is prohibited in the form of musical production

Busking in the form of musical production is prohibited in the following places:
a) Celetná, Prague 1,

b) Hradčanské náměstí, Prague 1, area between I. Courtyard of Prague castle, Archbishop Palace and the corners of Ke Hradu and Zámecké schody streets,

c) Husova, Prague 1

d) Jilská, Prague 1,

e) Karlova, Prague 1,

f) Kožná, Prague 1,

g) Malé náměstí, Prague 1,

h) Melantrichova, Prague 1,

i) Na příkopě, Prague 1,

j) Na můstku, Prague 1,

k) Ovocný trh, Prague 1,

l) Týnská, Prague 1,

m) Týnská ulička, Prague 1,

n) Wenceslas Square, Prague 1, in the area between the Na příkopě and 28. Října streets, Prague 1,

o) Zámecké schody, Prague 1, in the upper part from the corners leading to Hradčanské náměstí and to building Zámecké schody no. 10,

p) Železná, Prague 1,

q) 28. Října, Prague 1 

Sec. 6

Busking is prohibited in places where other events are taking place 1).
Sec. 7

Duration of performance

Busking can be carried on between 10 a.m. and 9:30 p.m.

Sec. 8

This ordinance becomes effective as of 15th May 2013.
